Jesus Announced

Luke 1:26-38 Now in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent by God to a city of Galilee named
Nazareth, 27 to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David. The
virgin's name was Mary. 28 And having come in, the angel said to her, "Rejoice, highly favored one,
the Lord is with you; blessed are you among women!" 29 But when she saw him, she was troubled at
his saying, and considered what manner of greeting this was. 30 Then the angel said to her, "Do not
be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. 31 And behold, you will conceive in your womb
and bring forth a Son, and shall call His name Jesus. 32 He will be great, and will be called the Sen of
the Highest; and the Lord God will give Him the throne of His father David. 33 And He will reign over
the house of Jacob forever, and of His kingdom there will be no end.” 34 Then Mary said to the angel,
"How can this be, since | do not know a man?" 35 And the angel answered and said to her, "The Holy
Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Highest will overshadow you; therefore, also, that
Holy One who is to be born will be called the Son of God. 36 Now indeed, Elizabeth your relative has
also conceived a son in her old age; and this is now the sixth month for her who was called barren. 37
For with God nothing will be impossible." 38 Then Mary said, "Behold the maidservant of the Lord!
Let it be to me according to your word." And the angel departed from her. NKJV

Matt 1:18-25 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: After His mother Mary was betrothed to
Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Spirit. 19 Then Joseph her
husband, being a just man, and not wanting to make her a public example, was minded to put her away
secretly. 20 But while he thought about these things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in
a dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take to you Mary your wife, for that which
is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit. 21 And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name
Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins."” 22 So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which
was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: 23 "Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear
a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel,” which is translated, "God with us."

Matt 1:1 The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the Son of Abraham



Rev 5:5 But one of the elders said to me, "Do not weep. Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the
Root of David, has prevailed to open the scroll and to loose its seven seals." NKJV

Jesus’ genealogy goes back to three important people from the Old Testament,

Luke 2:4-7 Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judea, to the city of
David, which is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage of David, 5 to be registered
with Mary, his betrothed wife, who was with child. 6 So it was, that while they were there, the days were
completed for her to be delivered. 7 And she brought forth her firstborn Son, and wrapped Him in
swaddling cloths, and laid Him in a manger, because there was no room for them in the inn.

Jesus was of the house and lineage of David. He was born in the city of the great king,

Luke 2:13-14 And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God
and saying: "Glory to God in the highest, And on earth peace, goodwill toward men!"

Sending His Son into the world was the greatest gesture of toward men.

Mark 15:24-39 24 And when they crucified Him, they divided His garments, casting lots for them to
determine what every man should take. 25 Now it was the third hour, and they crucified Him. ... 29
And those who passed by blasphemed Him, wagging their heads and saying, "Aha! You who destroy
the temple and build it in three days, 30 save Yourself, and come down from the cross!" 31 Likewise
the chief priests also, mocking among themselves with the scribes, said, "He saved others; Himself He
cannot save. 32 Let the , the King of Israel, descend now from the cross, that we may see and
believe." Even those who were crucified with Him reviled Him. 33 Now when the sixth hour had come,
there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour. 34 And at the ninth hour Jesus cried out
with a loud voice, saying, "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?" which is translated, "My God, My God, why
have You forsaken Me?" ...37 And Jesus cried out with a loud voice, and breathed His last.
